RESOLUTION OF THE NAPA COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS,
STATE OF CALIFORNIA, ADOPTING THE COUNTY'S MENTAL
HEALTH SERVICE ACT FISCAL YEAR 2021-2022 ANNUAL UPDATE
TO THE THREE YEAR PLAN

WHEREAS, in November 2004, California voters passed Proposition 63, which h was
enacted into law in 2005 and revised in 2018, and is known as the Mental Health Services
Act (MHSA); and

WHEREAS, the MHSA imposed a 1% tax on adjusted annual income over
$1,000,000for the purpose of reducing the long-term adverse impact on individuals,
families and state and local budgets resulting from untreated serious mental illness; and

WHEREAS, in order to access MHSA funding from the State, counties are required to:
1) develop a three-year MHSA plan and annual updates in collaboration with stakeholders; 2)
post each plan for a 30-day public comment and review period; and 3) hold a public
hearing oneach plan with the county mental health board; and

WHEREAS, Welfare and Institutions Code section 5847(a) requires that MHSA
three-year plans, and annual updates, be adopted by county boards of supervisors prior to
submission to the Mental Health Services Oversight and Accountability Commission and
the State Department of Health Care Services; and

WHEREAS, the Mental Health Division of the Health and Human Services Agency
has developed the Napa County MHSA FY 21-22 Annual Update with input from
stakeholders; and

WHEREAS, the County has complied with all pertinent regulations, laws, and
statutes of the MHSA, including stakeholder participation, 30-day public review and
commentperiod followed by a public hearing, and non-supplantation requirements.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Napa County Board of
Supervisors hereby adopts the County's MHSA FY 21-22 Annual Update to the Three Year
Plan.
